All applicants must complete the application and are responsible for seeing that
all required documents are forwarded to the Scholarship Committee before the deadline
of August 02, 2010. Incomplete applications will not be considered.

PAYMENT OF SCHOLARSHIP:

Students who are awarded the W.H.S. Alumni Assoc. Scholarship must be
enrolled in a college as described above. The full Scholarship will be paid directly to the
college at the end of the first semester only after submission of the Scholarship
Committee of an official transcript of the first semester grades, evidence of enrollment
for the following semester and proof of continued Wareham residency.

It is the student’s responsibility to make sure that transcripts are received no
later than April 1,2011.
